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Insurance

The School Board believes that it is in the best interest of the taxpayers to maintain an adequate insurance
program. Insurance coverage in an amount considered to be appropriate by the School Board shall be
obtained for the following:

1. Fire and casualty protection for buildings and equipment;
2. Liability protection for the School Board and its employees while acting in their official capacity;
3. Fidelity bond protection against fraudulent actions;
4. District owned and leased vehicle damage and liability protections; and
5. Such other protection as is required or needed.

The district will not carry student accident insurance.

The School Board, in an attempt to assist parents/legal guardians with the possible costs of personal injury
of their children while attending school, may authorize a voluntary participation, limited coverage,
accident insurance program.

The School Board shall select an Agent of Record. The Agent of Record shall be expected:

1. to advise the School Board of prudent insurance coverage in areas specified by it;
2. to obtain the most favorable policies from recognized vendors at the lowest premium cost;
3. to assist the District in claims satisfaction. The Agent of Record shall also prepare such reports as

needed by auditors or required by the Public Contract Review Board; and
4. to protect the District from errors and omission of its agents.

The district will not be liable for theft and damage of personal property of students.  Additionally, the
district will not be liable for theft and damage of personal property of staff.
