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Grading System

Letter/Symbol grades will be given in grades K-12 that reflect the district adopted course content and is
designed to enable the student and parent to clearly know how well the student is achieving course
requirements at the student’s current grade level, and be based on the student’s progress toward becoming
proficient in a continuum of knowledge and skills.

Grades will be given a minimum of three times a year.  Grades will be based on many factors, such as:

1. Basic assignments, both oral and written;

2. Class participation; special assignments;

3. Research;

4. Activities of various types;

5. Special contributions;

6. State required tasks;

7. Projects and performances.

At the beginning of the school year and/or semester, students and parents will be informed in writing as to
the basis of grades and the methods to be used in determining them.
