Under Oregon law children who are five years old on or before September 1 may enroll in kindergarten.
Recognizing that other states and countries may have different dates for determining the legal age for

school admission, the district will accept out-of-state transfer students in kindergarten who are younger
than the law provides if they have legally enrolled in a public school kindergarten through the month of

September.

First Grade

Children who are six years old on or before September 1 may enroll in first grade according to Oregon law.

Recognizing that other states and countries may have different dates for determining the legal age for
school admission, the district will accept out-of-state transfer students in first grade if they have been

legally enrolled in a public school first grade through the month of September.

Requirements

An up-to-date immunization record and/or a birth certificate or other official document verifying the date

of birth are required for admission to school.
